e Narrator reports: apostles cast out many demons & cure the sick Mark 6:13 x x

e Jesus "rebukes" Peter for opposing him: "Get behind me, Satan!" Mark 8:33 [Matt 16:23] x

e The 70 return from their mission, saying demons were subject to them;

e Jesus replies, "l saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven" x x Luke 10:17-18

e Jesus heals a crippled woman "whom Satan bound for 18 years" x x Luke 13:10-17

e In the Parable of the Sheep & Goats, the king says to those on the left:

e "Depart from me into the eternal fire prepared for the devil & his angels" x Matt 25:41 x

e Satan enters into Judas Iscariot at the Last Supper (cf. John 13:27) x x Luke 22:3

e Jesus tells Peter: "Satan has demanded to sift all of you like wheat" x x Luke 22:31

10.Saul blinded and healed (9:8-19).
11.Aeneas healed of paralysis (9:32-35).
12.Dorcas restored to life (9:36-41).
13.Herod’s violent death (12:20-23).
14.Elymas the sorcerer blinded (13:6-11).
15.Cripple at Lystra healed (14:8-10).
16.Demons cast out of a slave girl (16:16-18).

CLUSTERS OF MIRACLES
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“Many wonders and signs” (2:43).

“Many signs and wonders” (5:12).

“The shadow of Peter” apparently healed some, and “a multitude gathered...
and they were all healed” (5:15-16).

“Stephen... did great wonders and signs” (6:8).

“The multitudes... heeded..., hearing and seeing the miracles which [Philip]
did” (8:6).

“The Lord... [granted] signs and wonders to be done by their hands” (14:3).
“‘Barnabas and Paul [declared] how many miracles and wonders God had
worked through them” (15:12).

“God worked unusual miracles by the hands of Paul... even handkerchiefs or
aprons” (19:11-12).

“The rest of those on the island who had diseases also came and were
healed” (28:9).
