2 Kings 11:18 And all the people of the land went into the house of Baal, and brake it
down; his altars and his images brake they in pieces thoroughly <03190>, and slew
Mattan the priest of Baal before the altars. And the priest appointed officers over the
house of the LORD.

2 Kings 25:24 And Gedaliah sware to them, and to their men, and said unto them, Fear
not to be the servants of the Chaldees: dwell in the land, and serve the king of
Babylon; and it shall be well <03190> with you.

Nehemiah 2:5 And I said unto the king, If it please the king, and if thy servant have
found favour <03190> in thy sight, that thou wouldest send me unto Judah, unto the
city of my fathers' sepulchres, that I may build it.
