Titus, son of Vespasian (79-81)
Domitian, son of Vespasian (81-96)
Nerva, elected interim ruler (96-98)
Trajan, adopted son of Nerva (98-117)
Hadrian, ward of Trajan (117-138)

Antoninus Pius, adopted by Hadrian (138-161)
Marcus Aurelius, adopted by Antoninus Pius (161-180)

Lucius Verus, adopted by Antoninus Pius; ruled jointly with Marcus
Aurelius (161-169)
Commodus, son of Marcus Aurelius (180-192)
